Award-winning series “The Colbert Report,” on Comedy Central. Colbert has written 

multiple New York Times bestsellers, including I AM AMERICA (And So Can You!) (2007) and 

AMERICA AGAIN: Re-Becoming The Greatness We Never Weren’t (2012). He also won a 

Grammy Award in 2010 for his one-hour original musical holiday special, “A Colbert Christmas: 

The Greatest Gift of All!”
